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ñChristmas Eve Angelsò 
 I love the Christmas Eve Service. We have been doing the Service of Lessons and Carols 
every year pretty much the same way. I have wonderful memories of that service over the years.  
It always starts with seeing so many people, children and grandparents and visitors that we 
have not seen in a while.  But I always love Larry's into to ñO Come All Ye Faithful.ò  I have 
great memories of the soloists, Kenneth Young and Chris Hathaway and once upon a time, even 
my own kids.  I love the congregation's singing of the old hymns. And nothing beats singing 
ñSilent Nightò as we pass the candlelight to each other and watch it spread across the sanctu-
ary, like God's love being passed from one person to the next.  I can't wait for Christmas Eve! 
 Except this year.  I'm not really looking forward the Christmas Eve Service this year.  
For the first time in many years, I will be leading the service by myself.  This year, I won't have 
Murray Cooper to share the service. Every year Murray would be looking forward to this ser-
vice as well.  He would always look forward to what ñinterestingò thing I was going to have 
him do.  I've had him read poetry.  We've done readings as dueling stars.  And occasionally I've 
asked him to act out part of a skit.  It hit me just last week that he wouldn't be doing those 
things with us this year.  We will miss all of those we have said farewell to this year, but I'm 
thinking a lot this week about Murray and feeling bad that he won't be there with us.  I thought 
you might like to see the script that we did from a few years ago when I asked Murray to take 
the part of an angel (he put on wings and everything) and come up the main aisle with a feather 
duster. Here's the way it went: 

 
Angel on Christmas Eve 

 
(as the pastor starts, the angel (Murray)ðdressed in wings and an apron and carrying a broom or duster begins to 
walk up the center aisle dusting, cleaning) 
 
Pastor: (to congregation)  Itôs almost time.  Are you ready?  We here at the church are definitely ready.  The Ad-
vent candles are lit, the tree is up, presents are ready, cards are sent out and . . . (stops speaking) 

Angel: (the angel notices and looks up)  Sorry, I didnôt mean to disturb youðjust checking to make sure that 
everything is ready. 

Pastor:  Of course it is, Iôve just been saying thatðeverything is ready for Christmas.  Who are you any way? 

Angel:  (points to wings)  I thought that was kind of obvious:  Iôm an angel. 

Pastor: But what are you doing here?  Itôs Christmas Eveðshouldnôt you be away somewhere singing or deliver-
ing a messageðyou know, doing angel stuff? 

Angel:  Well, I am delivering a message.  The message is YOUôRE NOT AS READY AS YOU THINK YOU 
ARE. 

Pastor:  What are you talking about?  Look at the tree, the Advent candlesðall these people.  We are ready. 

Angel:  What about the baby? 

continuedé. 



Pastor:  What do you mean, the baby? 

Angel: The baby thatôs going to be born tonight. 

Pastor:  But heôs not really being born . . . itôs just a celebration. 

Angel:  If you say so . . . but remember, I am the angel. (turns to go) 

Pastor: W . . . Wait a minute.  Not that I believe you, but just supposing . . . what would we need, for a baby? 

Angel:  A baby needs to be warm.  The most important thing a new baby needsðanybody needsðis to know 
theyôre wanted and welcome. 

Pastor:  Well, I guess a blanket would keep the baby warm and make him, or her, feel secure. 

Angel:  Good idea.  Arms are good too.  Sometimes hugs can be as good as a blanket.  Remember that. 

Pastor:  Ahh . . . OK, anyway, I donôt think we have anything like that here tonight. 

Angel:  Are you sure?  Maybe thereôs something under one of the pews.  Maybe the kids could look under their 
pews.  It is Christmas Eve.  Go onðhave a look.  You never know what you might find.  If you find a blanket, 
bring it up and place it in the manger. 

(One of the kids brings up the blanket he has been holding) 

Pastor:  I canôt imagine where that came from. 

Angel:  Welcomes come from the most unexpected placesðespecially on Christmas Eve. 

Pastor:  What else do we need, just in case? 

Angel:  Another thing that babies wantðthat everybody wantsðis a little light in dark places.  Itôs comforting and 
makes them feel safe. 

Pastor:  We donôt have that either.  Weôve got the church lights, but those go out when we leave.   And we have 
candles, but those wonôt be good for a baby. 

Angel:  I think I saw a lantern at the back of the churchðin one of the pews.  Could the person sitting next to it 
bring it up here please?  (light is brought forward).  There.  Thatôs better. 

Pastor:  Well I have to admitðit is looking cozier up here.  I suppose the only thing left is food.  The baby will 
need something to eat. 

Angel:  His mom can sort that out, but she and the dad will probably be starving.  What about something for them? 

Pastor:  I donôt think there is any food here in the sanctuary. 

Angel:  You keep forgetting that itôs Christmas Eve and unexpected things happen tonight.  I think there might be 
something behind the altar. 

Pastor:  Does one of the choir want to go look and see?  (a bag of food is brought forward)  OK, I think we are 
ready nowðready for Jesus to be born. 

Angel: Who said I was talking about Jesus? 

Pastor:  But you saidð 

Angel: I said, ñAre you ready for the baby thatôs going to be born tonight?ò  And there will be many babies born 
tonight.  They all need a welcome and warmth, a little light for their journey, and a fair share of food.  When Jesus 
was grown up he told us to always remember that he can be found in the little ones, the unlikely ones, the unex-
pected oneðso be ready. 

Pastor: (disappointed):  So, heôs not really being born tonightðthis is just a symbolic celebration. 

Angel: Well, maybeðif you say so . . . But then I am the angel.  

 
On second thought, maybe I am looking forward to Christmas Eve. If we believe, on that night 
even more than all the others, that we are surrounded by so great a cloud of angels . . .Maybe 
Murray will be with us.
